· Applicant must be a member of the Northeast Florida Art Education Association (NeFAEA). 

· Application must be filled in completely, attaching any additional information that might assist in determining applicant’s eligibility. 

· Applicant must agree to supply NeFAEA with a summary* of the activity as well as an accounting of how the award was used (supply copies of receipts, please) when the activity has concluded. 

· Application must be received by the NeFAEA Review Board by April 30, 2016.

* The summary should be approximately 150 words, written in a format that could be used as an article in our newsletter. 

REVIEW PROCESS: 
• All applications will be reviewed by a committee of members not applying for the grant. 

• Selections will be based on:

- Weight and merit of the information within the application and all pertinent attached materials. 

- Applicants willingness to share activities with colleagues through a workshop or presentation setting or a written article for newsletter. 

- Direct support of student education

- Support of Art Education at the state and national level

- Workshops that provide opportunities for a variety of lesson plans.

• Notification of selection will be made to applicants in May. 

APPLICATION CRITERIA: 
• Applicant sufficiently describes program of study. 

• Applicant describes how he/she will share the experience(s) with fellow NeFAEA members. 

• Applicant sufficiently describes how participation in the program will benefit students and the art teacher. 

• Applicant shows evidence of professional participation in NeFAEA, Conferences, workshops, etc. 

• Applicant has included a copy of the program’s prospectus and any financial requirements. 

• Scholarship must be expended within 12 months of issuance.
